FRAUD PREVENTION: KEY TAKEAWAYS FROM

THE OTTAWA POLICE SERVICE
With Sgt. Doug Mirau

At the October 8 General Meeting, Sergeant Doug
Mirau of the Ottawa Police Service delivered an en-
gaging presentation on fraud and identity theft—a
growing issue affecting Canadians of all ages, espe-
cially seniors.

Sgt. Mirau reminded members that fraud is “taking
something by deceit,” and that scammers use fear,
trust, and urgency to trick victims into sharing
money or personal information. Common schemes
include CRA and bank impostor calls, “grandpar-
ent” scams, and online marketplace overpayments.

He emphasized a few simple safeguards:

» Never share personal or banking details by
phone or email.

» Shred financial papers and review your credit re-
port regularly.

* No government or police agency will ever de-
mand payment by gift card or cryptocurrency.

“If it seems too good to be true—it is.”
“Don’t be afraid to say no, hang up, or delete.”
